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SUMMARY

Coastal Louisiars has lost an sversge of 34 square miles of land, poamarily marsh, per year for

the last 50 years. Froen 1932 to 2000, coastal Loudsians has lost 1,900 square miles of land, roughly
&n arca the size of the state of Delaware, [f nothing is done to siop this land loss, Louisiana could
potentially lose approximssely 700 square miles of land, or about equal to the size of the greater
Washington D.C.-Baltimore area, in the next S0 years. Further, Louisiana accounted for an estimsated
90 percent of the coaszal marsh loss in the lower 48 sates during the 1990s.
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
